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WHO WE ARE


During the Vietnam War thousands of Americans directly supported or participated in a secret war in Laos and Cambodia from bases located in Thailand and Laos.  They were engaged in grim struggles against communist forces for control over a neutral Laos, against sanctuaries in Cambodia, and against the heavily protected Ho Chi Minh Trail supply routes throughout the rugged mountains of Laos.


Secrecy was strict.  Most men and women involved in this war within a war knew little about the activities of other units.  Many did not know the combat operations and significance of their own organizations, sometimes engaged just a few miles away across the Mekong River.  For some, the official secrecy even resulted in denial of combat decorations because the awarding authority had no knowledge of the officially non-existent actions.
